Los Angeles in the 1950s. Raymond Blue, who lost his wealthy parents at a young age and inherited a vast fortune, is
known as “Hollywood’s wealthiest orphan,” but that inheritance comes with conditions that have to be met. To claim it,
Raymond has to marry the daughter of his guardian and distant relative, businessman Richard Winters, and give up his
reckless lifestyle.

Raymond despises his materialistic fiancée, Abby, who is only interested in his fortune. He seeks a way out of the marriage
by becoming the new owner of his favorite nightclub, Razzle Dazzle, which has fallen on hard times. When his close friend,
movie star Tony Dauvis visits the club, Raymond dreamily talks about love with him as if it were the plot of a movie. He is
snapped out of his dream when Abby appears and declares in a heated argument that without his fortune, not a single
woman in the world would love Raymond.

Unable to stand the bickering any longer, Tony steps in with a bold proposition: If Raymond can win someone’s love while
hiding his identity as the richest man in Hollywood, his engagement to Abby will be called off, and he will gain full control of
his fortune.
